Hello Corrine – 

After much discussion I have gotten all the answers.

1. Fiscal will reject your contract – this will allow you to resubmit.

2. Please determine the amount that you want to apply for and change it on Part 1 of the application. You may apply for funds only needed for information dissemination or you may apply for the full $50,000 to do information dissemination and creation of the plan if you get a yes vote

3. Sign and date Part 2. 

4. Send Part 1 and Part 2 of the application along a copy of the petition and letter certifying the petition to this address: LuAnn Hart, Contract Administration Unit, Attention: Local Government Efficiency Grants, RFA# 11-LGE-06, New York State Department of State, Bureau of Fiscal Management, One Commerce Plaza, 11th Floor, Suite 1110, 99 Washington Avenue, Albany, NY 12231

5. Please be sure to write “Expedited Assistance” on the outside of the submission package as well as on the top of Part 1 of the application.
6. Once you have mailed the application you will need to e-mail me your budget and draft work plan. The sooner you do this the sooner I can start creating the contract. 

7. If you are applying for both information dissemination and creation of the plan you will have to include 2 budgets and 2 work plans. The first budget and work plan will be how much you need for information dissemination and what you intend to do as information dissemination. The second budget and work plan will be for creation of the plan if you get a yes vote. 

8. The only funds that can be expedited are those needed for information dissemination. No more than 50% of the requested amount can be expedited. 

9. If there is a no vote and expedited funds are not all used, any remaining will have to be returned to the state.

Sorry for all the confusion – it’s a new process for use here.
